In case, where it is necessary to give or accept presents and gifts or any other benefits
according to morality or tradition, all must comply with the Regulations of the Office of the Prime
Minister regarding Giving or Receiving Gifts of Government Officials B.E. 2565 (2022) and the
Announcement of the National Anti-Corruption Commission on the Criteria of Giving or Accepting
presents and gifts or any other benefits according to the Morality of Government Officials B.E.
2563 (2020). If you wish to express congratulations or best wishes, it should be done by signing
blessing cards or using social media instead.
